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Structural Functionality of the Development Lottery Board and

Resultant Benefits to the Customers

Executive Summary

In pursuance of the provisions in the Development Lottery Board Act, No.20 of 1997, the
key function of the Development Lottery Board was to conduct, or arrange for the conduct,

of lotteries for the purpose of generating funds for the President’s

Fund the funds thus generated through the conduct of lotteries are remitted to the

Mahapola Higher Education Trust Fund from the President’s Fund.

The number of prizes, type of each prize and the value of the prizes awarded by all the
lotteries conducted by the Development Lottery Board in the discharge of the aforesaid
functions shall be in the prescribed manner. Accordingly, those prizes may consist of a
house, motor vehicle, any article or a certain amount of money. The value and the number
of prizes awarded had mainly attributed towards increase people’s interest in the purchase

of Development Lottery tickets.

However, the lottery customers entertained certain credibility on the lottery sales
institutions as well as their lotteries during the bygone periods and it was mainly due to
the view of the lottery customers that more prizes had been awarded comparatively to the
lottery sales value and the number of lotteries and more super prize winners and

millionaires had been created during the past years.

It had come to light that failure in awarding prizes adequately to the Development Lottery
customers during the past period and continuation of drawing sessions without awarding
the super prize had given rise to the frustrations of those customers. Accordingly, the
objective of this report was to examine and report as to how far the lottery prize structure
and the drawing process have become an impact towards losing the credibility of the

customers on the lottery market.
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It could not be observed specific criteria relating to the conduct of lotteries such as the
number of draws conducted relating to each lottery type, prizes structure and percentage
of prizes and the number of balls required to be inserted in the lottery drawing machine.
Similarly, it was apparent that there was no proper assurance with regard to carrying out
an examination on the number of balls inserted in the lottery drawing machine and their

standard prior to conduct of a lottery draw.

Although the Development Lottery Board had been established for the conduct of lotteries
as a game system operated under the patronage of the Government, it should discharge
functions as a Government institution. Accordingly, it is of significance to arrange the prize
structure for the betterment of the poor and middle lower class people who have mostly
tended to purchase lottery tickets. Nevertheless, the Board had directed its functions with

the sole objective of generating and improving funds.

Background and Nature of the Report

The poverty alleviation is a prime responsibility rest with the Government of the respective
country. In accordance with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDG-10), equal
opportunities should be ensured in the distribution of benefits within the entire economy
in order to minimize the disparities found in the country. Accordingly, the structural
process of the Development Lottery Board operated within the duopoly lottery market
should be aliened in a manner distribute the lottery benefits among the people so as to

minimize the disparity of the distributions of income.

Provided however that a social dialog is developing on the dissatisfaction prevailing among
the people regarding the fact that the lottery customers who purchase development
lotteries do not receive prizes comparatively to the monies allocated for those lottery
tickets as they expect . Accordingly, the objective of this report was to examine and report
the manner in which structural process of the Development Lottery Board has been formed

for the distribution of prizes and its effectiveness.

The prizes structure and the drawing process pertaining to 11 lotteries introduced by the
Development Lottery Board were examined. Herein, further study was conducted on the
process of determining the number of lottery tickets printed for the relevant drawing
sessions and the number of balls entered in the drawer machine and thereby, the

probability of winning prizes by the customers.

Limitation of Scope

Due to the limitations of time and resources existed in the process of auditing, the matters
such as winning prizes, forfeiture of prizes and the prizes structure had to be confined to

the selected lottery drawing sessions.

Limitation on Obtaining Data

In the preparation of this report, the analysis has been carried out based on the data made
available by the Marketing, Administration and Financial Divisions of the Lottery Board.
Accordingly, the matters incorporated herein are the matters recognized by the above

analysis and only further confirmation was carried out by the market audit test check.

Lack of Evidence for Audit

The following information and documents were not furnished to Audit, thus depriving the

Audit of opportunity of gaining more accurate and clear understanding.

Even though the main course of action was to obtain complete data on the lottery drawing
process, there were limitations in the study of the combined drawing process of the Sri

Lanka Rupawahini Corporation and the Development Lottery Board.

The prizes structure and the number of balls relating to lottery drawings are determined
by the Deputy General Manager (Marketing) and Assistant General Manager (Marketing) of
the Development Lottery Board and thereafter, approval of the Board of Directors is
obtained thereon. Having decided the number of lottery tickets to be printed at a draw by
the Sales Division, it is referred to the Financial Division and the Financial Division entrusts
the printing order to the Printer in accordance with the procurement process. By jumbling
the numbers indicated in the balls and the code numbers, Printer prints the number of
lottery tickets to be printed at a time out of the total number of tickets based on the
number of balls and the prizes structure. The Goods Receiving Note (GRN) is received at

the time of delivering the printed lottery tickets to the stores.

The Stores distribute the lottery tickets to the distributor concerned and those distributors
deliver the approved orders to the Regional Managers (Sales Promotion Officers) through
the Lottery Management System-LMS. Lottery tickets are issued by the Sub-stores for the

invoices issued by the lottery sales counter.

The records on the lottery tickets sold and returned out of the total number of tickets
issued for the sale are entered in the LMS system through computer/telephone and based
on the information obtained through the LMS system, the report on the lottery drawing is

issued by the information Technology Division.

Accordingly, the lottery drawing programme on television is implemented and verification
of the results issued by the lottery drawing machine is carried out by three sections
representing an officer of the Printer, an officers of the Information Management Division

and an officer of the Management Service.

The Information Technology Division mediates in acknowledging information regarding
the issuance and dissemination of results of the lottery drawings to the lottery agents and

the lottery customers and several major activities are carried out therein.

6.13 Analysis on the Number of Lottery Tickets not Printed in relation to the

Number of Balls Inserted in the Lottery Drawing Machine

In accordance with the computation carried out based on the number of balls inserted in
the drawing machine with respect to 11 lotteries, it was observed that the number of
lottery tickets to be printed remained at a range between 4,774,770 to 31,601,700.
Nevertheless, the number of lottery tickets practically printed relating to above 11 lotteries
stood at a range between 340,000 to 1,445,000 and it represented a range from 0.88 per
cent to 14.85 per cent. Accordingly, the probability for being a lottery ticket not subjected
to the drawing process or not printed in relation to the number of balls had ranged from
85.5 per cent to 99.12 per cent. (In this computation, out of the instances of calculation
carried out relating to all the drawing sessions referred to in the Annexure 02, only the data
(range) pertaining to 02 drawing sessions of each lottery have been taken into

consideration)

Fourteen per cent of the value was either the first prize or the super prize, and only 0.0004
per cent of those prizes had been won by the consumers. As the super prize is carried
forward as the super prize itself, the prize had been won by the consumers only after a large

number of draws.

Furthermore, 99.67 per cent of the winners of prices worth Rs. 20 - Rs. 200, had won prizes
equivalent to 64 per cent of the value. However, it is observed that such prizes shall again

become the income of the Board in a cyclic manner.

Accordingly, the actual number of prizes comprised 22 per cent of the value, thus observing

to be 0.3299 per cent of the 123,356,064 o f the lottery tickets. (Mento)

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The probability for the people to win the first prize or the super prize decided by the
Board of Directors, was 06 times per 100 draws [(60+1064)*100] only. Accordingly,
the consumers had to wait for 18 draws (1064+60) in average to win the Jackpot or

the first prize.

6.15.5 Analysis on the Super Prize being Increased to a Maximum Value and Winning of
those Prizes.
Despite the increase in the sale of tickets with a higher value for the super prize, the
numbers of prizes won by the consumers were extremely less as a large number of lottery
tickets had not been printed (Table 06). It is observed that only the fact as to how to
increase the sales had been taken into consideration by maximizing the super prize whilst

neglecting the equal disbursement of benefits among the consumers.

6.15.6 The Relativity between the No. of Lottery Tickets Printed and the No. of Winning
Tickets

By taking into account all the draws of a lottery, the probability of winning prizes out of

the tickets printed, and sold was 21 per cent, and 25 per cent respectively. However, as

stated in Paragraph 6.15.3, 92 per cent to 98 per cent of the winning tickets did not belong

to the public, and/or became an income for the Board in a cyclic manner at a single draw.

Accordingly, the probability of actually winning a prize at a single draw was 2 per cent.

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6.16 Prize Write Back

After the expiration of a period of six months reckoned from the date of the
determination of prize winners in any development lottery, any prize in such lottery
which has not been awarded to the person entitled thereto by reason of the fact that such

person is not to be found shall be forfeited and credited to the President’s Fund.

As the Board could not find the winners during the period January - October, 2017, the
value of the prizes credited to the President’s Fund on the said basis totaled to Rs.

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6.17 Market Surveys Conducted by Audit

A survey was conducted by Audit on the market with a view to obtaining a clear

understanding on the opinion of consumers that the general public did not receive benefits

expected from the institution.

The practical scenario in the lottery market and the consumer opinions could be identified

to a certain extent through an audit questionnaire comprising of 03 main parts.

The independent views and opinions of consumers identified through the audit

questionnaire are as follows.

Purchased in the belief of bigger prizes; at least the students of the country
would be benefitted. However, not more than Rs. 100 has been won. No

confidence at all that a prize will be won.

Instant lotteries are purchased because of umbrellas given. But no umbrella
has been won no matter how many purchased. The reason is that Rs. 20 will be

won per 20 tickets.
It is better if prizes are won by many.

There are prizes at certain times, and we keep buying, but we have never won

any bigger prizes. It is better to increase the prizes.

There are lesser prizes in lotteries. Increase the prizes so that everyone could
win. It is of no use to increase the prize up to tens of millions of Rupees ; prizes

of average value would sulffice.

Lotteries are bought not for our own betterment but to serve the poor people
and the country. There have been no prizes at all during the past 3 - 4 years.

Winners are seen on TV occasionally; you know the sheer number of draws .

Many of the university students say there is trickery. It is said draws take place

in daytime with balls of which the weight has been distorted.

There was confidence in the past, but no confidence at all now. Forty to 50
tickets are bought per month hoping that the country would be benefitted, but

never won a prize.

People do scold. Nobody increases the number of tickets bought. The outlet
that used to purchase 800 tickets, now purchases only 350. Despite selling
tickets, we live hand to mouth. Two persons from the Board arrive on bikes
around 7.30-8.00 tell the winning numbers, and select the lotteries. Those
having links to the Board, knowing the numbers in advance, grab the winning
tickets themselves. Had we known the winning numbers, the existing tickets

would have been kept by ourselves by paying cash. (Maharagama)

There are no prizes at all. We buy when a seller comes across. Others buy just

for the sake of being brought or due to the disability of the seller.
It is not possible to remind when a prize was won from the sellers or counters.
Lotteries are not sold due to non-availability of prizes.

Prizes should be increased to attract attention of the people. There were prizes

when tickets were sold at Rs. 10.

People are hoodwinked saying an umbrella is given per 05 tickets. There is a

prize of Rs. 20 per 05 tickets apart from an umbrella.

It is better if a crore is divided into 10. It is possible to improve the quality of
life even more. What is bought is the same number of tickets that was bought

earlier; never buy more.

Small prizes are not sufficient. In case of victory, tickets are bought in bulk. It is

the bourgeois that buy more; the elite buys just one ticket.

Tickets are bought considering the contribution to the President’s Fund and
the Mahapola Scholarship Scheme. When a winner is seen, it is felt that a prize

is won due to luck.

The prize structure of tickets should be changed. Small prizes should be

increased. No publicity needed.

Publicity does not show reality. Confidence has been lost. Tickets are bought to

contribute to the welfare.

Sale of tickets would be increased if prizes are disbursed in small values rather
than the super prize. It is a waste of money to spend on publicity. It is opposed

to tickets being sold by vehicles.

Winning numbers are checked on mobile phone. No coverage on TV, and Radio

needed.
Tickets are bought because of the friends buying tickets.
It is better to disburse the prizes by decreasing the value of the super prize.

Tickets have been bought for 04 years, but no prize won.

Super draw is beyond wildest
dreams, but expect to win whatever prize. Confidence on lotteries is on the

decline.

Never compelled to buy tickets due to negative opinion of the people. It is

considered to be a waste of money.

Confidence of public on lotteries is on the decline. Opportunities for small

prizes should be increased. Sale of tickets could be increased therewith.

xxxi.  Tickets are bought considering being a contribution to the Government and
showing mercy to the destitute selling lotteries.

xxxil. It is proposed to decrease the number of balls used in draws, thereby
increasing the average prizes.

xxxiii.  As disabled persons provide significant support in selling tickets, their service
should be appreciated and welfare programmes should be launched for them.

xxxiv.  The quantity of tickets is high. Wins in the Jaffna area are less. The structure of
prizes should be revised.

xxxv. The services rendered by the institutions relating to lotteries have become
minimal. Despite the possibility of always providing prizes, the prizes given
have been minimized. As such, the structure of prizes should be changed thus
paving way for the increased demand for tickets.

xxxvi. It is better to carry on such a good business with better awareness. Addiction
is detrimental.

xxxvii.  Of course we select tickets by having a look at the Jackpot. But not a single
Rupee is won.

Observations on the number of tickets printed and sent to the market out of the number
of tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, are given below in accordance with each of the lotteries.

Accordingly, 95 - 99 per cent
of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed that the probability of not
winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges between 95 - 99 per cent.

Saturday Fortune

It is observed that only 1 - 4 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of
tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
96 - 99 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed that the
probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges between

96 - 99 per cent.
Dasa Lakshapathi

It is observed that only 10.89 - 14.03 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number
of tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
85.97 - 89.11 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed
that the probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges

between 85.97 - 89.11 per cent.

Development Fortune

It is observed that only 0.88 - 2.08 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of
tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
99.12 - 97.92 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed that
the probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges between

99.12 - 97.92 per cent.
Galaxy Star

It is observed that only 5.81 - 9.06 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of

tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the

drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
90.94 - 94.19 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed
that the probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges
between 90.94 - 94.19 per cent.

Niyatha Jaya

It is observed that only 2.05 - 4.26 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of
tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
95.74 - 97.95 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed
that the probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges

between 95.47 - 97.95 per cent.

Lagna Wasana

It is observed that only 8.78 - 17.25 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of
tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
82.75 - 91.22 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed
that the probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges

between 82.75 - 91.22 per cent.

Super Ball

It is observed that only 1.48 - 3.25 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of
tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
96.75 - 98.52 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed
that the probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges

between 96.75 - 98.52 per cent.
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7.1.9 Jayoda

It is observed that only 1.58 - 3.54 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of
tickets that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the
drawing machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly,
96.46 - 98.42 per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed
that the probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges
between 96.46 - 98.42 per cent.

7.1.10 Kotipathi Shanida

It is observed that only 1 - 2 per cent of the number of tickets out of the number of tickets
that should have been drawn in relation to the number of balls inserted into the drawing
machine at a draw, had been printed and sent to the market. Accordingly, 96.46 - 98.42
per cent of the tickets are not available on the market, and it is observed that the
probability of not winning a ticket possessed by a person at a draw ranges between

96.46 — 98.42 per cent.

7.2 Observations on the Number of Tickets not printed out of the Lot Allocated for
Printing

Observations on the number of tickets not printed out of the lot allocated to be printed

are given below relating to each lottery. (Annexure 03, and 03 - 1I)

7.2.1 Jayoda

i.  This Lottery was introduced in the year 2004, and the draws thereof take place on
Mondays and Thursdays by using 68 balls and 26 letters of the English alphabet. In a

draw, 04 out of 68 balls, along with one out of 26 letters are selected.

ii.  The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Jayoda, is 21,174,010 in
relation to the number of balls. The said lot of tickets are distributed among several
draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As such, out of the

number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the probability for a
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ticket not to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between 24 per cent to 75

per cent.

7.2.2 Kotipathi Shanida

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2016, and the draws thereof take place on

Tuesdays, Fridays and Sundays by using 80 balls and 26 letters of the English alphabet. In a

draw, 04 out of 68 balls, along with one out of 26 letters are selected.

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Saturday Fortune, is
41,121,080 in relation to the number of balls. The said lot of tickets are distributed
among several draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As
such, out of the number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the
probability for a ticket not to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between 57

per cent to 75 per cent.

Approval had been granted on 24 February 2016 to the Paper, No. 2016/03/1036 of
the Board of Directors relating to the introduction of the Development Fortune
lottery. Nevertheless, it was observed that the approval of Board of Directors had not

been obtained in regard to the following matters.
o Deciding on the structure of prizes.

o Deciding on the number of balls.

7.2.3 Lagna Wasna

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2015, and the draws thereof take place on

Tuesdays, Fridays and Sundays by using 61 balls and 12 zodiac signs. In a draw, 04 out of

61 balls, along with one out of 12 zodiac signs are selected.

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Lagna Wasna , is
2,262,260 in relation to the number of balls. The said lot of tickets are distributed
among several draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As

such, out of the number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the
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probability for a ticket not to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between 35

per cent to 83 per cent.

ii.  The Paper, No. 2016/11/1082 of the Board of Directors, dated 05 October 2016 had
been furnished for Cabinet approval on the Double Chance Promotional Programme
of the Lagna Wasna lottery, but approval thereon had been granted at the meeting of
the Board of Directors held on 01 November 2016. However, prior to submission of
the Cabinet Paper, the lottery had been introduced to the market on 19 September
2016, and the first draw thereof had been held on 21 October 2016 prior to receiving

approval thereon.

iii.  Paper, No. 2017/05/1149 of the Board of Directors had been furnished at the 212th
session of the Board of Directors’ meeting held on 68 April 6617 in order to launch a
promotional programme for Lagna Wasana Lottery specific to the Northern and
Eastern areas, and approval had been received thereon on 31 May 6617.
Nevertheless, the promotional programme named “Rashi Adhishtram” had been
launched on 05 May 2017. As such, it was observed in audit that the programme had

been implemented even before receiving the approval of the Board of Directors.

7.2.4 Niyatha Jaya

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2011, and the draws thereof take place on
Tuesdays, and Fridays by using 65 balls and 26 letters of the English alphabet. In a draw, 04

out of 65 balls, along with one out of 26 letters are selected.

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Niyatha Jaya, is 17,603,040 in
relation to the number of balls. The said lot of tickets are distributed among several draws
though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As such, out of the number of
tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the probability for a ticket not to have

been printed relating to a draw ranged between 7 per cent to 47per cent.

Galaxy Star

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2015, and the draws thereof take place on
Wednesdays, and Sundays by using 60 balls and 12 star numbers. In a draw, 04 out of 60

balls, along with one out of 12 star numbers are selected..

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Galaxy Star, is 5,851,620 in
relation to the number of balls. The said lot of tickets are distributed among several draws
though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As such, out of the number of
tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the probability for a ticket not to have

been printed relating to a draw ranged between 35 per cent to 62per cent.

Super Ball

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2012, and the draws thereof take place on
Mondays, Thursdays, and Saturdays by using 73 balls and 26 letters of the English
alphabet. In a draw, 04 out of 73 balls, along with one out of 26 letters of the English

alphabet are selected.

i.  The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Super Ball is
28,299,180 in relation to the number of balls. The said lots of tickets are distributed
among several draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As
such, out of the number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the
probability for a ticket not to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between

15 per cent to 52 per cent.

ii.  Although approval had been granted on 21 December 2016 for Paper, No.
2016/12/1109 of the Board of Directors relating to a special draw of the Super Ball
Lottery (Annexure 05), it was not observed that the approval of the Board of

Directors had been granted on the name - “Lucky Season” relating thereto.

7.2.7 Development Fortune

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2016, and the draws thereof take place on

Thursdays, and Saturdays by using 65 balls and 06 super numbers, and 12 months. In a

draw, 04 out of 65 balls, one super number out of 6 super numbers, along with one out of

12 months are selected.

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Development Fortune is
35,109,720 in relation to the number of balls. The said lots of tickets are distributed
among several draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As
such, out of the number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the
probability for a ticket not to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between

24 per cent to 27 per cent.

Approval had been sought in regard to the Lottery, Development Fortune through
the Paper, No. 2017/2/1125 of the Board of Directors, to revise the structure of
prizes, increase the number of balls up to 65, and increase the number of prizes
allocated up to 50. 6 per cent (Annexure 05). However, approval had been granted
only to revise the prize structure in a manner that a prize worth Rs. 20 would be
offered once the relevant month had been selected whilst the other two proposals

have been implemented up to now even without an approval.

The Paper, No. 2016/12/1108 of the Board of Directors, dated 05 October 2016 had
been submitted in view of introducing the Lottery, Development Fortune (Annexure
05), and the approval thereon had been granted on 21 December 2016. But, the said
Lottery had been introduced to the market on 15 December 2016 prior to receiving

the approval of the Board of Directors.

7.2.8 Dasa Lakshapathi

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2016, and the draw thereof takes place on

Wednesdays by using 55 balls, 26 letters of the English alphabet, and 07 days. In a draw, 04

out of 55 balls, one letter out of 26 letters of the English alphabet, along with one out of 07

days are selected.

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Dasa Lakshapathi is 4,774,770

in relation to the number of balls. The said lots of tickets are distributed among several

draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As such, out of the

number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the probability for a ticket not

to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between 24 per cent to 63 per cent.

Saturday Fortune

This Lottery was introduced in the year 1987, and the draws thereof take place on

Mondays, Wednesdays, and Saturdays by using 75 balls, 71 bonus numbers, and 26 letters

of the English alphabet. In a draw, 04 out of 75 balls, one number out of the 71 bonus

numbers, and one letter out of 26 letters of the English alphabet are selected.

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Saturday Fortune is
31,601,700 in relation to the number of balls. The said lot of tickets are distributed
among several draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As
such, out of the number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the
probability for a ticket not to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between

19 per cent to 51 per cent.

Even though approval had been sought with respect to the Lottery, Saturday
Fortune through the Paper, No. 2016/12/1111 of the Board of Directors submitted
on 08 December 2016, to revise the structure of prizes (Annexure 05), it was noted
that the said request had been taken note of at the 208th session of the meeting of
the Board of Directors held on 21 December 2016. But the relevant approval had not
been granted in that connection (Annexure 05). However, it is observed that the

structure of prizes so revised, has become functional by now.
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7.2.10 Ada Kotipathi

This Lottery was introduced in the year 2017, and the draws thereof take place on all seven

days of the week by using 75 balls, and 26 letters of the English alphabet. In a draw, 04 out

of 75 balls, one number out of the 71 bonus numbers, and one letter out of 26 letters of the

English alphabet are selected.

The number of tickets that should be printed for the lottery, Ada Kotipathi is
31,601,700 in relation to the number of balls. The said lots of tickets are distributed
among several draws though, only a part of the tickets so distributed, is printed. As
such, out of the number of tickets allocated for printing, it was observed that the
probability for a ticket not to have been printed relating to a draw ranged between

45 per cent to 65 per cent.

The Paper, No. 2017/07/1161 of the Board of Directors (Annexure 05) had been
submitted on 28 July 2017 with respect to the introduction of the Lottery, Ada
Kotipathi. Approval had been sought through that Paper only on the matters
relating to the introduction of that lottery. It was observed that the first draw of the
said lottery had been held on 31 August 2017 sans approval of the Board of

Directors on the name, structure of prizes, and the number of balls thereof.

7.3 Observations on Winning Prizes in terms of Prize Structure

Of the total number of lottery tickets amounting to 543,787,420 sold on the market
during the period from January to 31 October 2017, the number of winning tickets
had been 25 per cent, equivalent to 138,589,705 tickets, and it was observed that
99.68 per cent of the prizes thereof had only been Rs. 20 - Rs.200.

As mentioned in Paragraph 1 above, the prizes of Rs. 20 - Rs. 60 relating to 95.5 per
cent of the tickets sold, had been received in cash, and then again spent on buying
tickets, thus observing that the said values of prizes became the income of the Board

in a cyclic manner. It was further observed in this “vicious circle” that the benefit of
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the public became a value of sale, and the value of prizes in the range of Rs. 20 - Rs.
60 that had actually been won but deprived of the actual benefit of the prize, totaled
Rs. 2,925,459,390 as mentioned in Table No. 14.

The 51 tickets won out of the 543,787,420 tickets sold had been allocated 12.6 per
cent of the total value of prizes, representing 0.0003 per cent of the tickets won

(Annexure, Table 14, and graph 04).

7.3.1 Ada Kotipathi.

The first prize of the Lottery, Ada Kotipathi launched on 31 August 2017 of which
the draws take place daily, amounts to Rs. 50 million ( 5 crores). Although 62 draws
had taken place from 31 August to 31 October, it was observed that the prize had

not been won so far.

Observed were the facts that the sales income of this Lottery totaled Rs.
712,382,000 during that period, the amount allocated on prizes totaled Rs.
356,191,000, and the value of prizes claimed by the public totaled Rs. 242,946,440
albeit the value of prizes won by the public totaled Rs. 296,665,500. That is, of the
value of prizes that should have been received by the public, it was observed that 32

per cent had been deprived of.

7.3.2 Saturday Fortune

The first prize of this Lottery is worth Rs. 3 crores ( Rs. 30 million ). During the
period from 01 January to 31 October 2017, a number of 118 draws had taken place,
and the super prize of Rs. 69.6 million (Rs. 6.96 crores) had been won only in one
instance on 05 July 2017. From the date of previously winning the super prize on 30
July 2016, the super prize had been won only in one instance within a period of

about one year within 158 draws.

The sales income of the Lottery, Saturday Fortune totaled Rs. 1,793,097,600 relating
to the period from 01 January to 31 October 2017 whereas the value allocated on
prizes amounted to Rs. 896,548,800. However, the value received by the public
totaled Rs. 840,915,302 after the draws. As a value of Rs. 775,633,162 had been
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received by the public so far, it was observed that 13 per cent or Rs. 120,915,638 of
the value that should have been received as prizes, had not been received by the

public but become an income of the Board.

7.3.3 Niyatha Jaya

The first prize of this Lottery is worth Rs. 10 million. In the year 2017, a number of
86 draws had taken place and the super prize had been won only in one instance.
After winning the super prize on 22 July 2016, the public had won the super prize
worth Rs. 33,247,599 after 14 months on 05 September 2017.

As the Board of Directors had allocated a percentage of values ranging from 58 per
cent to 73 per cent for the prize structure less than Rs. 100, a low tendency for the

consumers to receive prizes was observed.

The number of tickets to be printed for a draw is decided by dividing the number of
tickets calculated by taking into account the number of balls used in the draw by 26.
Hence, the super prize had either been retained in the draws taken place or brought
forward to the ensuing draws producing no winners, and as such, it was observed
with respect to the 26 draws that the possibility of winning the super prize was very

low or not won at all.

7.4 Audit Observations on the prize write back

7.4.1

It was not observed that the Board had taken action to find the winners within the
06 month period in terms of Sub-section 17 (5) of the Development Lotteries Board

Act, No. 20 of 1997.

Action should be taken to prize write back only on the failure to find the prize
winners. However, without doing so, prizes worth Rs. 257 million relating to the
categories of Rs. 20 - Rs. 100, had been forfeited during the period January -
October 2017. Accordingly, comparing the number of tickets so forfeited with the

total number of tickets forfeited being 11,404,180, a value as higher as 99.8 was
indicated. As such, the total value of prize write back amounted to Rs. 1499 million

in accordance with the financial statements of the Board for the period 2013 - 2017.

Observations Relating to the Information Collected from the Consumers of the

Market

The following observations were made by analyzing the data and information collected
through the audit questionnaire presented to a selected segment of market in order to find
out the structural functionality of the Development Lotteries Board and the benefits gained

by the consumers. (Annexure 04 and 04 - a)

Of the persons buying lottery tickets, 71 per cent was males. Majority of them was of the
opinion that instant lotteries yielded more prizes whereas no prizes were given by the

drawing lotteries.

What is important in buying tickets is the belief in winning. Nevertheless, it is observed

that the confidence on tickets is lost due lack of prizes contrary to expectations.

It was observed that people tend to buy tickets because of the generosity to the disabled
persons selling tickets, addiction, the sellers coming across often, and seeing the tickets

hanging at the outlets of the National Lotteries Board.

Many of the consumers are observed to be of the opinion that publicity on TV is necessary
only when introducing a Lottery for the first time to the market, publicity on TV does not
help much to increase sales, and sales can be increased by maximizing the benefits for the

people.

Instead of continuously increasing the super prize among draws so that one person
receives a huge amount as the first prize and the super prize, the public preferred an
average prize structure of Rs. 5,000 - Rs. 50,000 along with prizes such as, Rs. 2,000,000 /
Rs. 1,000,000 / Rs. 500,000 / Rs. 100,000.

Due to the Board saying an umbrella is given as a prize for 5 continuous non-winning
tickets, it is observed that the reputation of the Board has been defamed. (There is a prize

of Rs. 20 for a bulk of 05 tickets)

Irrespective of publicity, there is a group of consumers addicted to buying tickets believing
in prizes; hence, it is observed to be questionable as to whether publicity is necessary to

increase the sales of tickets.

The facts observed in accordance with information of the audit survey include: people of
the lower grades expect the super prize or the first prize, people of the executive grades do
buy tickets only for contributing to the country and for the sake of a poor seller, and people

of the higher executive grades buy tickets with a view to contributing to the social welfare.

Observations on Remittances to the President’s Fund

According to the analysis carried out on the funds remitted to the President's Fund out of
the income received by the Development Lotteries Board through the sale of lottery tickets
during the period 2012 - 2017, the sales income had increased during 2012 - 2014, but 19
per cent of the sales income had been remitted to the President’s Fund. However, despite
the increase in the sales income in the year 2015 up to Rs. 12,281 million, 14 per cent
thereof had been remitted to the President's Fund whilst the amount remitted had
gradually decreased to 12 per cent although the sales income had further increased to Rs.
15,315 million in the year 2016. Moreover, of the sum amounting to Rs. 14,629 million
being the sales income of the year 2017, a sum of Rs. 437 million had been remitted to the
President's Fund indicating a minimum of 3 per cent. Furthermore, no follow-up action had
been taken relating to remittance of the relevant contribution from the President's Fund to
the Mahapola Higher Education Scholarship Trust Fund. Accordingly, it was observed that
the primary objective of establishing the Board to generate funds for the President's Fund
in view of contributing to the Mahapola Higher Education Scholarship Trust Fund, was not

fulfilled as expected.

Deficiencies in Systems and Controls

It was not observed that deciding on the matters such as, introduction of new lotteries to
the market, number of balls inserted into the drawing machine with respect to each lottery,
number of tickets to be printed per draw, number of draws held, structure of prizes, and

percentage of prizes, had been based on specific criteria. (Annexure 06)

Issues such as, fake tickets in the market, printing tickets without security codes, and
presenting counterfeit tickets to the Board with a view to fraudulently obtaining prizes of
the winning tickets, often appear in newspapers. Lack of a methodology to identify

counterfeit tickets. (Annexure 10)

According to decision of the Board of Directors, it is observed that 50 per cent of the sales
income would be allocated on prizes, but it is not observed that a specific value of prizes

was not allocated for the consumers. (Annexure 05)

It is observed that the reasons such as, non-establishment of criteria for deciding the prize
structure including the super prize, deciding on prize structures without appointing a
proper prize structure committee thereby obtaining approval of the Board of Directors, and
the percentage approved by the Board of Directors for prizes less than Rs. 100 in the prize
structure ranged between 56 per cent - 74 per cent, would heavily attribute for the

consumers to be deprived of prizes. (Annexure 05 and 06)

Failure in preparing a documented operating procedure by specifically identifying the
duties of each entity, such as, printing institutions, the LMS Private Limited Company
implementing the lottery management system, the Information Technology Division of the

Board, and Financial and Administrative Division.

Approval had been granted on 31 May 2017 through the Paper, No. 2017/05/1148 of the
Board of Directors to conduct a sales promotional programme relating to all the lotteries.
However, the approval of the Board of Directors had been obtained without specifically

identifying nature of that programme. (Annexure 05)

Failure of the Board in productively taking measures so far to formulate rules in terms of
Section 19 of the Development Lotteries Board Act, No. 20 of 1997 to establish a strict

administration relating to the drawing of lotteries. (Annexure 01)

Lack of arrangements in the Board so as to audit the processes before and after the draw,
the drawing process, and release of results after the draw in view of making the drawing
process more acceptable. An auditor had not been involved for supervising the 961 draws
taken place in the year 2017. Nevertheless, the National Lotteries Board, the rival seller of

lotteries, had obtained the service of auditors for the said processes.

(i.) Supervising the sealed sacks containing balls.
(ii.) Supervising the opening of sealed sacks containing balls.
(iii.) Supervising the functioning of drawing machines.
(iv.) Supervising the insertion of balls into the machine.
(v.) Supervising the sealing of sacks at the conclusion of a draw.
Supervising the accuracy of the weight of balls based on the certificates on
(vi.) the
weight of the balls.
(vii.) Supervising the recording of drawing result.

(viii.) Certification of reports verifying the supervision of the draw. (Annexure 07)

The LMS Technologies (pvt) Ltd had been paid a sum of Rs. 52,621,904 by the Board during
the period 2012 - 2018 for maintaining the drawing software. However, it was observed
that confidentiality of the drawing process had been at risk as a private institution had

been assigned thereto. (Annexure 09)

As a private institution printing tickets had been assigned with the responsibility of
deciding on the drawing numbers of the lotteries of the Board, permutations of letters, and
barcode numbers, it was observed in audit that there was a risk for frauds to take place
during the process of maintaining the lotteries and providing prizes for the consumers -

the main function of the Board.

The rival institution, the National Lotteries Board, had made restrictions on the prizes that
can be collected by the winners in a hierarchical manner such as, the sellers, sales agents,
and the Board. However, such a methodology of financial control had not been adhered to

by the Development Lotteries Board when giving the prizes to the winners (Annexure 08).

Recommendations

Action should be taken to introduce a proper methodology relating to the introduction of
new lotteries to the market, number of balls inserted into the drawing machine with
respect to each lottery, number of tickets to be printed per draw, number of draws held,

structure of prizes, and percentage of prizes (Reference 8.1, and 8.3)

In order to give the unclaimed prizes to the winners, audio visual media should be used to
apprise the consumers, and result sheets should be made available to the public near the

sellers (Reference 7.4)

The composition of the prize structure should be decided on the approval of the Board of
Directors by obtaining recommendations from a qualified prize structure committee
considering criteria that enable benefits for the public by ensuring no anomalies in income

in accordance with the 10 sustainable development goals (SDG -10). (Reference 7.3)

Restructuring the prizes within the limits approved by the Board of Directors by ensuring a
distributed prize structure rather than maximizing the super prize. ( Reference 7.3 and

7.5.5)

Inclusion of proper security codes into the tickets, and introduction of a methodology to

identify the tickets being presented to the sales agents to collect prizes. (Reference 8.2)

Arrangements should be made to carry out the drawing process under proper supervision,

and process of drawing should be improved. (Reference 8.8)

Formulation of rules relating to the administration of the Board in terms of Section 11 (2)

(1) (h) of the Development Lotteries Board Act, No. 20 of 1997. (Reference 8.7)

The Information Technology Division of the Board should be entrusted with the
responsibility of managing the lottery drawing software and appointing managers

responsible therefor. (Reference 8.9)

Permutations of the letters and numbers relating to the number of tickets to be printed,
and the barcode numbers should be decided with the involvement of the Sales Division and
Information Technology Division of the Board. Only the printing process should be

assigned to the private company. (Reference 8.10)

The limits of prizes that can be collected from different hierarchies such as, sales agents,

sellers, and the Board, should be specifically mentioned on the ticket. (Reference 8.11)

Follow-up action should be taken with respect to remittance of the specified contribution
from the President's Fund to the Mahapola Higher Education Scholarship Trust Fund.
(Reference 7.6)

Conclusion

Due to the matters such as, printing a lesser number of tickets instead of the number of
tickets that should be printed in relation to the number of balls being used in a draw,
insertion of a large number of balls in to the drawing machine in excess of the permutations
of the number of balls relating to the number of tickets sold on the market, and counterfeit
tickets entering into the market owing to lack of proper security codes on the tickets, it is
concluded that there exists an improper control of the management over the process of

drawing.

Due to the facts such as, decrease in the contribution of the Board annually to the
President's Fund that helped the Mahapola Higher Education Scholarship Trust Fund, and
remittance of prizes to the President's Fund without taking adequate measures to grant
prizes to the winners, it is concluded that the objectives of 10 sustainable development
goals (SDG), as well as the objectives of Development Lotteries Board Act, have not been

achieved as expected.
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10.3 It is concluded that the supervision of the Auditor General has not been sought in view of

maintaining the drawing process with transparency.

10.4 Itis concluded that the prizes announced by the Board of Directors have not been received

by the consumers productively.

10.5 [Itis concluded that the public have lost confidence on winning prizes, lotteries, institutions

of lotteries sale as well as the drawing process.

Launching a new lottery to be drawn all seven days of the week

As discussed at the management committee meeting, we bring forward our proposal for the Tenth
lottery to the draw lottery portfolio of DLB, which will be in effect from mid-August upon your
approval. We believe that this effort would aid DLB in meeting internal targets while regaining
market share.

Current market condition: Currently NLB is running 10 draw lotteries in the market and out of the
10 lotteries, only Mahajana sampatha and Govisetha are the most income generated brands to them.

Due to the market popularity of these two brands they have captured certain amount of daily market
share. It was observed that overall DLB market share is diminishing due to the high volume of NLB
lottery.

However, DLB has 4 popular lotteries in the lottery market and running throughout the week and
drawn one lottery maximum 3 times per week. However, we cannot advise to put our main lottery
brands throughout the week due to some reasons as follows,

e It will cause to dilute the daily sales and will cause to non-crack the Super jackpots and
jackpots.
e This will affect to damage the market popularity of the brands in long term.

Considering current market context, an opportunity was seen to make a lottery available/ to be seen
by the consumer on every day basis (7 days) and create market pull through high awareness.

Although this initiative will result aprox.10-15% cannibalization effect on existing brands, on overall
it is expected to gain an increase on the sales volume and revenue.

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4. Game Method: Out of 75 balls, 04 balls will be drawn, out of 26 balls printed in English
letters, 1 English letter will be drawn.
